The smallest tiger of eight subspecies known in the world, the sizes 
for male and female being 2.2 and 2.0 metres, respectively, including 
the tail. This is only one good specimen, as others only held in 
British Museum are some peltries and sculls. Among two other 
subspecies indigenous to Indonesia, Javan tiger is said to have 
become extinct in 1970s, although an eyewitness of a tigress with 
cubs from a villager in East Java was heard in 2009. As to Sumatran 
Tiger, a population of several hundred is estimated to inhabit in the 
protected area, besides held in zoological gardens.
